C. Shall be the lead officer on all volunteering promotion campaigns in the  Union.
D. Shall attend Union Council, Services Committee (Membership), Social Colours Committee and VSU Steering  Committee
E. Shall encourage the development of community volunteering at UCL
F. Shall meet regularly with the Student Activities Officer.

2. To re-number all subsequent positions accordingly.

3.   To amend Standing Orders 3.1 and  4.K to include the membership of the Community Volunteering Officer.
